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Organised ev ery two y ears, the European Championships for riding will tak e place this y ear in
Windsor (GB) in A ugust, for the disciplines of show jumping and dressage, and in Fontainebleau
(Seine et Marne region of France) from 23 to 27 September for eventing.

This is an honour for Fr ance as it has only hosted this European ev ent twice in the past, in 1969 at the
Pin Stud F arm (Orne region of Normandy) and in 2001 in P au (Pyrénées- Atlantiques region), unlik e
Great Britain which is the country that has welcomed this ev ent the greatest number of times (10 in
total).

How do riders qualify for the HSBC  FEI European Eventing Championship
2009?

To participate in the ev ent to obtain a European title, high lev el international riders (who are o ver 18
years of age) must be placed in classes and/or ha ve won them throughout the competition season,
which will allow them to win FEI points that are required for the world r anking.

Obviously the number of FEI points which are a warded for difficult competitions such as CCI 4* or CIC
3* is more significant. F or riders who ha ve enough FEI points, the decision concerning their parti -
cipation in the HSBC FEI European Eventing Championship is made by each country's natio -
nal selector , after analysing the regularit y of the rider and his horse, and natur ally their potential to
win.

For the European Championship, riders can only compete with one horse (which is at least 7
years old). Once they ha ve chosen their horse they cannot change their mind when entries ha ve beco -
me final.

PresentPresent ationation
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What are the different tests?

The HSBC FEI European Ev enting Championship is composed of three specific ev ents:  the dressage
test, the cross country test and the show jumping test.

THE DRESSAGE TEST

Considering the number of riders competing in the
Championships (between 70 and 80 in total), and that a
dressage test lasts for roughly 8 minutes, the first of the
three tests is organised o ver two da ys (Thursda y and
Frida y). For the HSBC FEI European Eventing
Championship, the rider/horse couples must per -
form 22 compulsory figures which will be given a
score from 1 to 10 , where the following things - among
others- are judged: the tr ansitions, the extensions for the
three gaits, the half -passes, the circles and the half -cir -
cles… 4 scores (which are also from 1 to 10), are
added on to those awarded for the compulsory figu -
res , which ev aluate the gaits, the impulsion, the horse's
obedience and the rider's position. The scores for the dres -
sage test are a warded b y 3 judges who come from 3 diffe -
rent countries.

THE CROSS COUNTRY TEST

The leading ev ent of the discipline, the cross country test tak es
place on the third da y (Saturda y). On the agenda for the riders,
there will be a course made up of 25 to 27 "natural" obsta -
cles, some which will include technical combinations and/or
options representing forty or so jumping efforts to be perfor -
med in total. The length of the course to be covered is rough -
ly 6, 000 metres and should be completed in a time of
approximately ten minutes. For the HSBC FEI European Ev enting
Championship , the fix ed obstacles must respect certain dimensions:
1.20 m in height, a maximum of 1.40 m for the hedges, and 2 m in
height for the drop fences.
To be successful in this kind of test, horses must be resistant, cou -
rageous, willing, obedient and ha ve confidence in their riders. Cross
country obstacles are gener ally impressiv e as a result of their design
and their decor ation. The results of the rider and horse couples tak e
into account the time penalties and the jumping faults.

THE SHOW JUMPING TEST 

This is the final ev ent of the competition and it ev aluates if the horses
have reco vered ph ysically from the cross country test the da y before
and the rider's precision with regard to "mobile" obstacles. As a matter
of fact, riders do not demand their horses to perform the same kind of
jump for the cross country test as for the show jumping test. During the
cross country test, the horse must ha ve great scope to co ver the width
of the fix ed obstacles, while on the contr ary , during the show jumping
test, the horse must ha ve a collected jump which will allow it to gain
height. This test's course has twelve or so obstacles with a height
of roughly 1.25 m, which are spread over a maximum distance
of 550 m, to be carried out in a given time, ranging from 77 to
88 seconds . As for the cross country test, the penalties will be coun -
ted according to the time tak en to complete the round and the show
jumping faults.

The tests' technical difficulties 
by Pierre Michelet, the course designer of the HSBC FEI
European Eventing Championship.

As the course designer of the HSBC FEI European Eventing Championship,
what aspects will you give preference to when you create the courses?

Pierre Michelet: The sports aspects of course! T o create the tests for this lev el of
competition, courses must be designed to designate the best nations, but coun -
tries that are emerging in this discipline must also be tak en into consider ation. It
is important to know how to adapt the courses as the lev el of performance differs,

depending on the countries. T o determine the team r anking, I think I will giv e preference to different
options on the approaches to the obstacles. In this w ay, if some rider and horse couples choose the long
option, this will result in them being penalised b y the additional time on the clock.

What will be the principal technical difficulties?

P.M: For this lev el of competition, the difficulties will be those of a 3 star competition. The obstacles
will test the horses' skilfulness, the precision of the riders and their horses as well as the horses' reac -
tivit y in relation to their riders' instructions. Indeed, riding a willing horse, which has been well tr ained
in terms of dressage and abo ve all which has great confidence in its rider alw ays mak es things easier .
Therefore, b y adjusting sev eral par ameters such as their speed, balance and direction, the riders and
their horses will jump the cross-country obstacles with more or less difficult y.

What will be the new things in terms of the building of the obstacles for the cross country
course?

P.M: First of all, we will change the direction of the course: this is a w ay of confusing the riders and
horses which are used to competing in F ontainebleau's international competition in March. F or a few
years they ha ve been accustomed to riding the course in the same direction and ha ve adapted their
technique to mak e it easier for them. As the direction will change, this is a w ay of making the course
difficult as the riders will lose their bearings. On the other hand, on the Salamandre ground, a new w ater
crossing will be built and new obstacles will be designed for the Championship and will installed on the
entire cross-country course.

What are the principal hindrances for building the cross country course at the Grand Parquet
ground in Fontainebleau?

P.M: Each site has some hindr ances, but the distinguishing feature of F ontainebleau is the v ariet y of its
grounds. The cross country course begins in the main arena, and then continues on the Salamandre
ground, it goes through the forest and goes back to the main arena again where it finishes. I do not
consider these different phases as a hindr ance, in fact I ev en find this r ather enjo yable. It is obvious
that the change of surroundings ma y or ma y not suit horses and this is the reason among others, that
I must adapt the obstacles in relation to the grounds used b y the cross country course and the places
through which it passes.   
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How are the HSBC FEI European Eventing Championship' rankings established? 

The final r anking tak es into consider ation all the penalties incurred throughout the three tests:
dressage, cross country and show jumping which are added together .
Two rankings are then established: an individual ranking and a team ranking.
T
he Individual European Champion is the rider/horse which has acquired the least penalt y points after
adding together all those notched up during the three tests.

To establish the team r anking, the penalt y points of the team's three best rider/horse couples (out of
4) will be considered: the team with the least penalties will become the European Champion.

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The HSBC FEI European Ev enting Championship will
crown its champions in F ontainebleau, in September , a few kilo -
metres from P aris... 

Here are a few explanations from Catrin Norinder, the eventing
director of the Fédération Equestre Internationale (FEI).

Why have you chosen France to host the HSBC FEI European Eventing Championship?

Catrin Norinder: France is one of the best ev enting nations in the world. Sev eral French riders ha ve
already been European Champions, Nicolas T ouzaint recently , as well as Jean-Lou Bigot in the past. W e
were thrilled to receiv e Fr ance's candidacy to organise these Championships as it is one of the leaders
of the discipline. Additionally , the Gr and P arquet ground in F ontainebleau is a fantastic site, steeped in
a strong equestrian tr adition; all the nations will ha ve the possibilit y to disco ver this m ythical ground.

What are the reasons which lead - or oblige - the FEI to not reunite all three Olympic disci -
plines on the same ground for the European Championships?

C.N.: Organising the European Ev enting Championship on a site which is entirely dev oted to this ev ent
pro vides an opportunit y for us to concentr ate on promoting the discipline. This also allows the organi -
sers to host a prestigious ev ent. Moreo ver, in terms of organisation, the logistics and the objectiv es are
nev er the same according to the disciplines concerned. Including an ev enting competition with 4 da ys
of tests in a competition schedule is a problem for organisers who do not ha ve facilities that are as big
as those in Aachen (German y) or Lexington (US A).

What are your expectations for the HSBC FEI European Eventing Championship 2009?

C.N.: We hope that this will be a wonderful ev ent, organised in a magnificent setting, with the "French
touch". A t the same time, organising the HSBC FEI European Ev enting Championship will allow Fr ance
to ha ve facilities adapted to hosting other major ev ents.

What will be your role during the Championship?

C.N.: As far as I am concerned, I will ensure the coordination between the organising committee and
the FEI.

Why France ?Why France ?
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The responsibilit y of organising such a large-scale requi -

res significant human resources, substantial financial assets and

abo ve all the essential support of the supervisory feder ation.

Indeed it w as the French Equestrian F eder ation (FFE) which sup -

ported the candidacy of "le Comité Régional d'Equitation d'Ile de

France" ("CREIF" - the Ile de Fr ance R egional Equestrian Committee) to be the orga -

niser of the HBSC FEI European Ev enting Championship . And therefore it is v ery

natur al that the FFE (French Equestrian F eder ation) is now associating itself with the

organising committee…

Interview with Serge Lecomte, the Chairman of the FFE 

Why did the FFE support the candidacy of Fontainebleau for the HSBC FEI European Eventing

Championship?

Serge Lecomte: François Lucas has alw ays been a v ery enthusiastic supporter of ev enting and the

"CREIF" has pro ved itself in terms of organisation. The Gr and P arquet is an ideal ground to promote

high lev el competition and to giv e it media co verage in a remarkable forest setting, on the outskirts of

Paris. Hosting the European Championship in F ontainebleau is great for ev enting and riding in gener al.

How do the European Championship in France differ from those held in other countries?

S.L.: On a sports lev el, as Fr ance is the organising country , it can benefit from 12 places for competing

riders instead of 6.  A t the beginning of the Olympic period, it is a major adv antage to compete against

man y high lev el riders. W e ha ve already seen the incredible reaction during the first stage of the "Gr and

National de Saumur" ev enting competition where there were a record number of 77 entr ants. The riders

selected for the first few places will not be much of a surprise to an yone, but man y riders are capable

of being selected for the 12th place. Therefore, they will mak e great efforts to ha ve the right to parti -

cipate in the Championships and get their foot in the door to obtain a place with a view to the W orld

Equestrian Games in 2010 and the Olympic Games in London.

What are the FFE's objectives for the HSBC FEI European Eventing Championship?

S.L : For our riders to win four medals would be wonderful. I am confident that our ev enting riders will

win medals and I am sure that Thierry T ouzaint will attach particular importance to this Championship .

We must remember the y ear when he competed in the alternativ e Olympic Games in F ontainebleau, he

won the gold team medal with Gribouille on the Gr and P arquet ground. 

The mobilization of theThe mobilization of the
French Equestrian FederationFrench Equestrian Federation
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As Fontainebleau is situated in the Ile de Fr ance region,
its regional equestrian committee, the "CREIF" will ha ve the pri -
vilege of organising the European Championship . The "CREIF" is
one of the French Equestrian F eder ation's 23 decentr aliz ed
regional bodies. It is in charge of equestrian activities throu -
ghout the Ile de Fr ance region (for all kinds of disciplines and
activities). The "CREIF" is in charge of 8 French departments,
representing 700 equestrian associations and organisations
which are affiliated to the FFE, and 93, 314 members. The
"CREIF" has organised international competitions for sev eral

years, (a stage of the Ev enting W orld Cup for 7 y ears, CICW 3*), and can be proud of its experience
and the fact that it has the necessary expertise to organise this kind of ev ent.

Interview with François Lucas, the Chairman of the "CREIF".

What are the reasons which motivated you to organise this European event?

François Lucas: We ha ve organised the "Complet International de F ontainebleau", which has ev olv ed
and has obtained the W orld Cup label. T oda y it has become an "Officiel de Fr ance", which is a great
result and a form of recognition for the "CREIF". When the opportunit y of organising the HSBC FEI
European Ev enting Championship occurred, the "CREIF" decided that it would be an ex cellent opportu -
nit y for its team to tak e up the challenge of preparing and managing such an ev ent. Although the role
of the "CREIF" is to unite all the equestrian activities in the Ile de Fr ance region, it is also in charge of
promoting riding and equestrian sport at all lev els to the gener al public and the media. Through the
HSBC FEI European Ev enting Championship , its lev el of competition and its European status, riding will
be in the limelight.

In your opinion, what are the "CREIF"'s strong points for the organisation of the HSBC FEI
European Eventing Championship?

F.L: The Ile de Fr ance is the region which has the most members with more than 95, 000 riders who
have tak en out a riding subscription. The "CREIF" must impro ve equestrian activities in our region and
must also support riders in their passion. A t the same time, a "TNS- SOFRES" surv ey, which w as carried
out at the request of the "FIV AL" (the Equine T rade Association) with a wide population, rev ealed that
12 million people would lik e to ride horses or start riding horses again. The "CREIF" is conscious of this
interest in horses and would also lik e to promote equestrian activities for potential riders in the Ile de
France region, b y allowing them to disco ver a showcase of prestigious sports ev ents such as " le
Complet International" in March or the European Ev enting Championship , for example.

What are your expectations for this European event?

F.L : The HSBC FEI European Ev enting Championship should create substantial media fallout, which will
be beneficial for equestrian sport on one hand and the local public authorities on the other . I hope that
the local public authorities will realiz e how important riding is in the Ile de Fr ance region. As the French
Equestrian F eder ation has become the 3rd leading national sports feder ation, this is the proof of French
people's increasing desire to pr actice this sport. This a wareness can be made easier b y - among other
things- economic fallout that an ev ent such as the European Ev enting Championships can create for a
region, a town and its vicinit y: in this case the region of Seine et Marne, F ontainebleau and its surroun -
ding area.

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Since it w as founded in 1865 in Hong K ong, the
HSBC group has been established in 83 countries and
has 125 million clients throughout the world.

Although the Olympic Games in
2008 did not pro vide the team with the success expected, the 2009 European
Championships will be the opportunit y to demonstr ate that they ha ve not lost an y of
their motiv ation or their ambition to win… Although the riders who will be the members
of the French team are far from being determined, as Fr ance is the organising country
of the European Championship , 12 horse/rider couples will participate in the HSBC FEI European Ev enting
Championship , including Nicolas T ouzaint, the current European Champion, with one of his 3 horses.

An update on the situation with Thierry Touzaint, the selector of the French
eventing team.

After the misfortune at the Olympic Games in Beijing, how are you approaching the HSBC FEI
European Eventing Championship?
Thierry Touzaint: I am v ery serene as we ha ve alw ays been successful at the European Championship .
The French team's misfortune at the Olympic Games in Beijing w as due to horse health problems which
would ha ve been a lot easier to handle in Fr ance. Additionally we will be able to change the horses com -
peting up until the last minute, so we will not ha ve this to worry about. As a result, we are v ery confident
about these Championships.

Does the fact that France performed successfully in 2007 in Italy resulting in two medals, put pressure on
you?
T.T.: There is no need to put an y pressure on me because as I already mentioned, this is a competition
where the French team is normally successful. W e are lucky to compete in our country and this giv es us
an adv antage. The only pressure that the team might ha ve is not w anting to disappoint the French public
who has tr avelled to see the competition.  

Which selection criteria will you use for the riders who will compete for the French team in this event?
T.T.: The selection criteria for the French ev enting team remain the same, that is to sa y throughout the
season I observ e the rider/horse couples which ha ve the most regular performances in the r ankings. The
horses' good health is essential with a view to the European Championship , as ev en if we can change them
at the last minute, it is alw ays prefer able to k eep our best horses for the ev ent and ha ve them compete.
The 2009 French team will include y oung rider/horse couples but also ones which ha ve pro ved themsel -
ves as y ou must be able to rely on their experience during this kind of competition.

How are you going to organise the rider/horse couples' preparation for September 2009?
T.T.: As the lev el of dressage has increased, we will work on this part of the competition a great deal.
Howev er, the prepar ation for the rider/horse couples is carried out throughout the competition season at
the "Gr and National" ev ents or at international ev ents such as the CICO*** of F ontainebleau.

What are your sports' objectives for the HSBC FEI European Eventing Championship?
T.T.: My objectiv e for the HSBC FEI European Ev enting Championship is for the riders and horses to per -
form well and that they do their best. The final result does not only depend on us but also on all the other
rider/horse couples competing. W e ha ve nev er won the gold medal in the team ev ent. It would be a great
rew ard for the team to win it this y ear. Natur ally we are also going to fight to win the individual gold medal too .

His performances and
his increasing fame ha ve made him the standard bearer for the French team,
but also for ev enting in Fr ance and abroad. 

Interview with Nicolas Touzaint, the current European
Champion.

You won your European title with Galan de Sauvagère. A few months
before the HSBC FEI European Eventing Championship, how is he
after being injured at the last Olympic Games? Are you considering
his participation in the Championship?

Nicolas Touzaint: It took a long time for Galan to reco very and get back into shape. Three weeks ago ,
he began to trot and canter again. W e will gently start competing again to prepare him with a view to
the French Championships in Saumur in Ma y. Of course I would lik e him to tak e part in the HSBC FEI
European Ev enting Championship but that will depend on sev eral things. Firstly , he must be qualified to
participate in this ev ent, and then his capacit y to prepare himself mentally and of course his health will
also ha ve to be tak en into account.

Do you have other horses which you are considering for this event?

N.T.: I am lucky to ride two other horses which are v ery promising, that also ha ve the qualities requi -
red for this kind of ev ent: Hildago de l'Ile and T atchou. I think that they will both be ready for the HSBC
FEI European Ev enting Championship .

Which horse are you going to prepare for the HSBC FEI European Eventing Championship?

N.T.: As I do not know what will happen in the future, I am going to prepare these three horses, Galan
de Sauv agère, Hildago de l'Ile and T atchou. They will all ha ve the same mental and ph ysical prepar a-
tion. I will only choose the horse that I am going to ride at the last minute.

How will you prepare yourself as an athlete?

N.T.: I do not ha ve an y particular ph ysical prepar ation lik e those who compete in athletics or other
sports. My prepar ation will be to carry out m y job as a rider on a daily basis. I ride sev eral horses ev ery
day, which increases m y experience and allows me to be ph ysically resistant. A t the same time, taking
part in competitions on a v ery regular basis is important for m y
concentr ation. This is a major adv antage for competing in an
event such as the European Championship .

With your individual gold medal and your silver medal in
the team event in 2007, what are you hoping for in 2009?

N.T.: Of course I would lik e to win the individual gold medal
again but I would also lik e us to win the gold medal in the team
event. F or a few y ears now we ha ve alw ays been second and the
English team has won the gold medal for the last six y ears at
least. I think that the French team really deserv es to win the
gold medal this y ear and I really hope that we do so . 
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It all began in 1953, in Badminton in Great -Britain, with the v ery first Championships organised
for ev enting. Initially the European Ev enting Championship w as an annual ev ent. It w as only in 1955
that it became a biennial ev ent. Between 1959 and 1965, only three editions of the ev ent were held.
Then it returned to its biennial format alternating between the W orld Championships (the W orld
Equestrian Games) and the Olympic Games.
